In discussion it appeared that the  Coronation Hall does not have its own wheely bins in which dog litter could be placed thus avoiding the need for a Dog Litter Bin. The clerk will look into the reason why before any decision is taken regarding a dog bin.

Update on village survey & methods of implementation. Cllr Taylor supplied copies of the Version 4 draft of the village survey. Comments are to be given to Cllr Taylor by the end of May. Printing – Cllr Taylor to contact Diss regarding the printing of 100 copies. 100 A4 envelopes required as well. Distribution- The document will be hand delivered by volunteers week beginning 29th June. Every house will also receive an envelope in which to put and seal the completed survey to ensure anonymity. Surveys will be collected 2 weeks later week beginning 13th July.  Analysis – Cllr Taylor to speak to a colleague re producing a programme to analyse the information received. Cllr Holliday will also speak with a contact regarding collation & analysis of the information. Costs to be advised at next meeting where a decision will need to be made.  If too expensive other ways will be looked at to collate the information. Cllr Holliday has volunteered to assist.  Dissemination-it was anticipated that a report would be published, with a summary issued with the Parish newsletter and that in addition a public meeting would be held to discuss the findings.
