
Wilby Parish Council

Minutes of the meeting of Wilby Parish Council at the Coronation Hall at 7.30 pm on Wednesday 16 March 2016

Attendees:  Cllr Williamson ( Chair), Cllr Holliday, Cllr Lee and Cllr Taylor.  No other persons attended.

45.16   To consider accepting apologies for absence  Cllr Strehlow and the Clerk

46.16   To record declarations of interest from any member in any item to be discussed  Cllr Lee declared an interest in items 48.16 (i) and (ii)

47.16   To consider dispensation from members in any item to be discussed  Members present approved the dispensation sought by Cllr Lee in the absence of the Clerk

48.16   To consider new and outstanding planning applications, including consultation responses
(i)   Town Farm, Stradbroke Road, Ref 0640/16 – Conversion of barn and new outbuilding for use as a single dwelling and garaging/annex

Council unanimously resolved to  support the application ( Proposed by Cllr Williamson and seconded by Cllr Holliday)

(ii)   Town Farm, Stradbroke Road, Ref 0641/16 – Conversion of barn to holiday let and erection of  new building to provide second holiday let
Council unamimously resolved to  support the application ( Proposed by Cllr Williamson, seconded by Cllr Holliday)

(iii)   Chestnut Tree Farm, Horham Road Ref 0756/16 – Removal of Condition 13 (Agricultural occupancy condition) of planning permission 2512/15
Council observed that this was a re-application based on updated information following refusal of an earlier application.  After due consideration Council resolved by a majority of three to one to oppose the application ( Proposed by Cllr Lee, seconded by Cllr Holliday)  on the following grounds:

a.   The dwelling was only completed  in 2008 having been completed on the strict proviso that the Agricultural Occupancy Condition would apply.

b.   Whilst noting the efforts made to market the dwelling at a discounted price of £310,000, Council believed that there remained a need for houses for agricultural workers in the locality and that there was scope to reduce the sales price further to a level  closer to the original build cost in order to attract a sale consistent with the occupancy condition.

49.16   To consider the maintenance of Wilby Green   Cllr Holliday reported that he had commissioned a farmer to flail the ditch at a cost consistent with existing budgets.

50.16   To consider the purchase of The Queen’s Commemorative Coin   Cllr Taylor invited Council to consider providing each child in Wilby with a medal to mark HM The Queen’s 90th Birthday to be presented at the Summer Fête in the Village Hall in June 2016.    A decision would be deferred pending confirmation of the number of children in the village and the costs involved.  Cllr Taylor would report back to Council for further consideration at its meeting on 18 May 2016.
