Cllr Flatman also reported that the Broome Household Waste site has now gone out to tender, and will hopefully re-open in April probably three to four days a week; Cllr Flatman will keep us informed.

Update on the purchase of a Defibrillator. Funds have now been received from Laxfield First Responders. The Clerk has contacted Martin Render from CHT who will proceed with acquiring the BT kiosk and installing the defibrillator.

To review the village survey public meeting and action required. The survey highlighted residents were dissatisfied with the Broadband service they receive. Keira Hope-Thompson from Fram Broadband stated that Wilby was unlikely in her view to receive superfast broadband from BT in the next 5 years due to high costs. Fram Broadband who offered a wireless broadband service, would shortly be submitting a planning application to erect a tower at Stanway Green on leased land. The signal will be bounced from there to an aerial to be placed on St Mary’s Church. Subject to planning consent, permissions from the PCC the service should be available this Autumn. Installation charges per dwelling are £200 with monthly charges of around £20, these figures being adjusted depending on length of contract.

The meeting had been supported with the 30 attendees. A note of the meeting would be placed on the noticeboard and website. A summary of the responses to the survey would be similarly publicised and in addition a copy of the summary would be inserted in the April newsletter. 

It was noted that there was no visible support for a village sign or majority support for dog bins. 
Concern was expressed about the maintenance of highway verges and more substantially about traffic speed. The clerk will obtain details and guidelines from Highways on the maintenance of verges and will obtain contact details so that officials can be contacted to establish what traffic calming measures might be implemented by the Parish Council. Cllr Strehlow will re-circulate information researched a few years ago on speeding issues.
