*Speed reduction in south bound direction desirable.
Despite the "20's Plenty" guidance at the school drivers
      * A baffled gate was suggested outside the school to stop children and parents walking straight        
      to the road
* Speed safety watch/Further road safety measures – it was suggested to contact the Police,
they would be able to say whether there was sufficient space for a speed camera van or not.
* Current SID (Speed Indication Device) locations, north side of the village and another on the 
west.
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* ANPR to be present in the village, in January 2023 for about a week.
* Road safe community safety https://suffolkroadsafe.com/speed-and-communities-2/
* Good data collated from the recent surveys.
* Dragon teeth for the road outside the school suggested
* A baffled gate was suggested to stop people walking straight to the road.
* More signage including speed repeaters suggested; SCC approved contractor, to install, an 
application for a licence would need to be applied for first. The Parish Council would be 
responsible for the upkeep of the signs installed.
