(i) Parishioner’s questions or comments 
A parishioner reported that the verge opposite 12 & 13 Church Road, has worn away. This should have been repaired by the council. Clerk to chase. A resident was concerned about the oak & ash trees, which would be past their best within 5 years.  A suggestion was made that 90 trees  ie oak & hawthorn could be planted around the village. It was suggested that Julian Roughton may be appointed the new tree warden, to which he agreed. 
(ii) District & County Councillors’ reports Apologies received from CC Guy McGregor. DC Julie Flatman gave a brief report confirming funds available to the Village Hall from the s106 fund amounting to £3428. Also available funds amounting to £5260 for outdoor sports equipment.
