A resident had submitted a letter to the Chairman which was presented at the meeting. The resident gave some background information to the council. The main issue mentioned was regarding the 60 mph road. The reason for raising the subject was in relation to the stretch of road; Propect Farm and Rookery Farm reduction of speed limit would be very beneficial. Living close to this the view was restricted but it was appreciated that not much could be done there. Coming out from the Close was dangerous and many near misses experienced by residents and visitors with vehicles going past at speed.
Cllr. Cross suggested looking at the original report from Suffolk Highways when the properties were originally approved. Also suggested was to speak to a member of Suffolk Highways to get their view on the current situation.
